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Speaker and Moderator Biographies

Alexey Ponomarenko
Dr. Alexey Ponomarenko is Director of the International Institute for Education in Statistics at the Higher School of Economics (National Research University) in Moscow. His professional background includes work in the Federal State Statistics Service of the Russian Federation as a Deputy Director of the National Accounts Division, research on macroeconomic statistics in the Hitotsubashi University, Japan and teaching national account statistics in a number of Russian universities. Dr. Ponomarenko was involved as a consultant in numerous IMF and World Bank missions and technical assistance projects to establish national account frameworks in economies in transition. His research interests mainly comprise national accounts and methodologies of Input-Output tables compilation and use.
Denis Hew

Dr. Denis Hew is Director of the APEC Policy Support Unit. Based in Singapore, the Policy Support Unit is the research and analysis arm of APEC. Dr Hew holds a BSc (Hons) in Economics from the University of Warwick, United Kingdom and MSc and PhD in Finance from the University of Manchester, United Kingdom.
Dr. Hew was Regional Cooperation Specialist at the Asian Development Bank (ADB) before taking up his current appointment at APEC. From 2001 to 2008, Dr. Hew was Senior Fellow and Program Coordinator (Regional Economic Studies) at the Institute of Southeast Asian Studies (ISEAS) Singapore. He was also Managing Editor of the ASEAN Economic Bulletin, a leading academic journal that focuses on economic issues in Southeast Asia. Dr. Hew has written extensively on regional economic cooperation and integration, especially in ASEAN and the Asia-Pacific region. 
Masaaki Kuboniwa
Masaaki Kuboniwa is Professor at the Institute of Economic Research, Hitotsubashi University (Japan). Professor Kuboniwa has Bachelor’s degree (B.A.) in Economics from the Yokohama National University, Master’s degree (M.A.) in Economics from the Hitotsubashi University and a Doctorate in Economics from the same university. He also holds Dr.h.c. from the Central Economic Mathematical Institute, Russian Academy of Sciences. He was Director of the Institute of Economic Research at the Hitotsubashi University in 2004-2005.

At Hitotsubashi University, Professor Kuboniwa devoted much of his research efforts to using computer simulation to examine the performance of theoretical models and conducted static and dynamic multi-sector analyses using input-output tables on the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe. He was also involved in research and teaching on environmental economics. Current area of Professor Kunobiwa’s research interest includes the construction of international input-output tables for the BRICs and the former Soviet Union; the estimation of long-term historical GDP statistics for Russia and post-war China; the measurement of the economic and non-economic value of the environment (coral reefs, the tundra, etc.). Some of the more recent publications review impact of trading gains on economic growth in BRICs for 1995-2010.

Satoshi Inomata
Satoshi Inomata is Director of the International Input-Output Analysis Studies Group at the Institute of Developing Economies of the Japan External Trade Organization (IDE-JETRO). He received his B.A. in Politics and Economics from the University of London and M.Sc. in Development Economics from the University of Oxford. He has been involved in the construction of the Asian International Input-Output Tables (AIOT) for 1990, 1995 and 2000, the tables which cover nine East Asian countries and the United States. In 2007, he initiated and organised a new project, alongside of the 2005 AIOT, for constructing the 2005 BRICs International Input-Output Table that covers (for the first time ever) BRICs economies plus Japan, the US and the EU.
Mr. Inomata’s recent research included in-depth reviews of cross-border production networks or supply chains in the Asia-Pacific region using input-output techniques. In 2011, he co-edited and authored Trade Patterns and Global Value Chains in East Asia: From Trade in Goods to Trade in Tasks, a collaborative publication of the WTO and IDE-JETRO.

William Powers

William (Bill) Powers is an international economist in the Research Division of the U.S. International Trade Commission (USITC). He began his career as a computer engineer but later switched to economics, getting a PhD in Economics from the University of Michigan. In addition to working at the USITC, he has served as a senior economist at the Council of Economic Advisers under Presidents Bush and Obama.

Dr. Powers’ research focuses on empirical trade and trade policy analysis. His recent work examines value chains in global production networks, based on a global inter-country input-output model. He also led the team that produced the USITC’s Import Restraints 2011 report, which used a dynamic multi-sectoral computable general equilibrium model to examine the effects of U.S. import restraints on U.S. workers, consumers, and firms. Other recent publications have examined trade financing during the trade collapse of 2008–2009 as well as the effects of preferential and regional trade agreements.

Christophe Degain

Christophe Degain is Senior Statistical Officer in the International Trade Statistics Section within the WTO Statistics Group. He holds two Masters Degrees (in Econometrics and in Enterprise Management) and a postgraduate specialization in Statistics and Informatics from Paris University, France. He is PMI certified project manager since 2008. He joined the OECD in 1992 as Statistician in the Main Economic Indicators Division, in charge of the development of composite leading indicators and involved in several IT projects within the Statistical Technology Unit. In his current position, he conducts the development of statistical programmes, such as trade in value added, and also leads IT projects applied to statistics. In 2011, he co-edited and authored the WTO and IDE-JETRO joint publication on Trade Patterns and Global Value Chains in East Asia: From Trade in Goods to Trade in Tasks.

Yuichi Hasebe

Yuichi Hasebe is Professor at the International Graduate School of Social Sciences, Yokohama National University. He has Bachelors’ and Masters’ degrees in Economics from Hitotsubashi University. He is now Dean of the International Graduate School of Social Sciences, Yokohama National University and is a guest professor at the Center for Resources Science, Beijing Normal University in 2010-2012.

Professor Hasebe has studied various issues concerning Input-Output Anlyses, such as International Specialization, Relationship between Economic Growth and Environment, Disaster and Supply Constraint. His recent research includes Water Footprint and Carbon Footprint of Japan and China using Internation Input-Output tables.He is Vice President of the Pan Pacific Association of Input-Output Studies (PAPAIOS) in 2010-2012 and an Adviser of the Chinese Input-Output Association.
Manfred Lenzen

Manfred Lenzen is Professor of Sustainability Research with the ISA group in the School of Physics at the University of Sydney. Professor Lenzen has a PhD in Nuclear Physics and 15 years of experience in renewable energy technologies. He has undertaken extensive experimental research on passive solar architecture. He is an international leader in economic Input-Output Analysis and Life-Cycle Assessment, is Associate Editor for the Journal of Industrial Ecology, and is the Editor-in-Chief of the journal Economic Systems Research. He has contributed major methodological advances as well as numerous applications, in particular on embodied energy and greenhouse gas emissions. At present, his research focus is on multi-region input-output models for global environmental applications.

Dr. Zhang Yaxiong is Assistant Director-General in the Department of Economic Forecasting of the State Information Center (China). His research interests cover economic modeling, economic forecasting, energy and climate change issues and policy analysis. As team leader, he works on many projects in cooperation with Chinese government agencies and international/domestic organisations, including State Council, NDRC (China), Project-LINK in UN, UNIDO, IDE-JETRO (Japan), INFORUM, Maryland University (UNited States), CoPS, Monash University (Australia).
