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This conference on World War II and the Holocaust
on Soviet territory comes at an important conjuncture
in the field. In the past decade, research on three
topics—the Holocaust in the East, the Nazi occu-
pation of Soviet territories, and wartime Stalinism
—has developed rapidly, yet often in isolation. This
conference brings together the latest international
scholarship in these areas from the humanities and
social sciences in order to forge new analytical
perspectives and future avenues of research that

crosscut these fields.
