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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to describe features and types of the Russian innovation culture, its factors and to compare these with European countries.

Research tasks are as follows:

1. To design typology of the Russian population by innovation culture using data of ESS, 2006.

2. To describe these types by means of socio-demographic indicators.

3. To compare Russia and European countries in terms of types of innovation culture.

This research is a part of the Joint Project “Economic Morality and Trust in Comparative European Perspective” implementing by the University of Cologne, Research Institute for Sociology & the State University - Higher School of Economics, Faculty of Sociology. Empirical dataset is European Social Survey conducted at 2006 in various countries including Russia.

Designed typology of the Russian innovation culture based on five partial indexes (innovation index, index of ambitions, index of responsibility, index of tolerance, and index of orientation on long/shot-term perspective) and contains four groups. Type one are innovators with “moderate ambitions” – 34% of total; type two includes innovators possessing high enough level of innovation index and contains highly-ambitious people (top rank); type three comprises conservatives with relatively high rank of tolerance and oriented towards long-term perspective; type four - “radical” conservatives possessing the lowest ranks for all indicators except index of responsibility.

According to this research, Russians have relatively high level of innovation culture. However, at the European context Russia belongs to group of countries with conservative mind. It means that Russian innovation culture is underdeveloped at the moment. Germany is in the middle of the list.
