2.16 An order approving the list of MT
topics and the period of submission of
the final version of MT is issued no
later than December 15 of the current
academic year. The order is prepared
by MIB office in accordance with
approved HSE unified forms of orders.
The order is signed by the Dean of the
faculty.

2.17 Following the issuance of an order,
MIB Office sends to the research
advisors the lists of students assigned
to them and their topics. MIB office is
obliged to inform the advisors about
the deadlines for completion of MT
preparation stages and about the
Regulations of MIB MT preparation.

2.18 In case a student has not chosen the
topic Dbefore the deadline, or the
Academic Director of the program has
not approved it, a student gets an
academic failure. A student is given
extra time to choose the topic: from the
beginning of the 3" module until the
end of 12" modules’ academic
failures’ liquidation period. When a
student choses the topic and the
Academic Director of the program
approves it within the specified period,
the academic failure is considered to
be liquidated.

3. SUPERVISION OF A MASTER
THESIS

3.1 The direct supervision over a student’s
MT is carried out by a research advisor
appointed by the order of the Dean of
the faculty.

3.2. Besides University professors and
research workers with an academic
degree, teaching practitioners working
at the University on a contractual basis
can also be appointed as research
advisors.

3.3. The rights and obligations of a MT
research advisor are determined by
paragraphs 5.1.12 and 5.1.13 of the
Regulations for term papers and master
theses of students enrolled in
undergraduate, specialty and graduate
programs at the National Research
University  "Higher  School  of
Economics." The feedback form for
research advisor is provided in
Appendix 5.

3.4. In order to provide assistance there may
be assigned consultants who will have
advisory vote in MT development.

3.5. The decision for assigning consultants is
made by the Academic Director.
Assignment of consultants is confirmed
by issuing an order of the Dean of the
faculty.

4. MASTER THESIS TOPIC AND
RESEARCH ADVISOR CHANGE

4.1. Any changes, including clarification of
MT topic, are allowed no later than
one calendar month prior to the stated
deadline for submission of the final
version of MT. Sample application
form for topic change is presented in
Appendix 2. Topic change is
conducted through issuance of an order
of the Dean of the faculty after the
approval of the Academic Director of

PROCEDURES AND STAGES OF

MASTER THESIS FULFILLMENT

5.1.

MT draft preparation. At this stage,
a student should define the working
hypothesis/ idea of his research,
identify the problem to be solved in the
MT, determine the object and subject
of the study and suggest the basic
structure of MT. Period of submission
is no later than December 25", The
MT draft is evaluated by the research
advisor on "approved"/"not approved"
basis. In case of the absence of an
approved Draft during the specified
period, the research advisor must
notify the MIB Office.

5.2. Presentation of the first version of

MT. The text of the first version of
MT is given to the research advisor in
order to receive feedback; if necessary,
further adjustments are carried out.
The first version of MT is to be handed
not later than 45 days before the
scheduled date of defense. In case the
first version of MT is not presented
during the specified period, the
research advisor must notify the MIB
Office, and he also has the right to put
an unsatisfactory mark for this work.

Further development of MT,
preparation of the final version of
MT. At this stage, several adjustments
may be done by a student, if necessary.
Upon completion of this phase, a
student presents the final version of
MT and annotation for review to the
research advisor no later than three
calendar weeks before the scheduled
date of defense. In case a student fails
to do that, the research advisor has the
right to put an unsatisfactory grade for
MT. A research advisor is required to
provide feedback for MT to the MIB
Office no later than one calendar week
after receiving the final version of MT.

Dates for the submission of a final

version of MT and for MT defense are
determined by the MIB office each
year and are confirmed in the Dean’s
order.

5.5. Download of MT to LMS system. To

present the final version of MT student
should download a file with a complete
and final text of the work in the doc,
docx or pdf format, into LMS system
no later than 23:59 of the deadline
date, after which MT is automatically
sent to the «Turnitiny system.

5.5.2. Handing of the final version of MT
to MIB office. A student has to bring
two paper stitched copies of the final
version of MT to the MIB Office,
together with an annotation, research
advisor’s review, and a certificate or
registration sheet from LMS system,
no later than two calendar weeks
prior to the scheduled date of the
defense. Sample form of the title
page of MT is presented in Appendix
4.

5.5.3. Opponent’s review of MT.

Opponent reviewers are appointed
from the list of professors or research
workers of the University, as well as
representatives of other educational
organizations of higher education,
employees of other organizations of
the professional sphere related to the
MT topic.

The order for opponent reviewer
appointment is signed by the
Academic Director of the program no
later than one month before the
scheduled date of defense. Student’s
full name, MT topic, information about
the reviewer (full name, degree,
academic status, place of work,
position) have to be indicated in the
order.

The opponent is to carry out a
qualified analysis of the main
provisions of the MT to be reviewed,
own point of view/ design solution, the
ability to apply methods of scientific

Contents of the review is brought by
MIB office to attention of the student
no later than five calendar days prior
the defense date, so that the student has
an opportunity to prepare answers to
reviewer comments.
