The reflection of a new hybrid identity’s global values in the mirror of
evaluative nominations in the text of an international rap battle

Abstract

This report analyses the part that evaluative (axiological) nominations play in
achieving the effect of humiliating one’s opponent and extolling one’s own virtues in
the text of an international rap battle. The analysis of the referent field which is made
up of evaluative nominations enables us to draw a conclusion about the supranational
values, shared by the social group which consists of the participants and spectators of
the international verbal duel. The specificity of the discourse is taken into account

while considering the axiological characteristics of evaluative nominations.
