to Regulations on Scholarships and Other Types of Financial Support for HSE University Students 
Eligibility Criteria and Procedures for Competitions for Increased State Academic Scholarships for Achievements in Sports[footnoteRef:1] [1:  “Sports activities” refer to competitions organized according to specific rules for assessing physical and/or intellectual capabilities, including chess, Go game, “Chto? Gde? Kogda?” game and cyber-sports activities] 

1. Increased state academic scholarships for a student’s sports achievements shall be awarded if such activities meet 1 (one) or several of the following criteria:
a) if, in the previous year, a student received an award (prize) for sports achievements at international, nation-wide, sectoral or regional sports events, held either at HSE University or any other organizations; 
b) if, in the previous year, a student took part in organizing (conducting) sports activities of an educational or promotional nature, as well as any other major sports events; 
c) if a student meets the standards and requirements for receiving the golden distinction badge of the All-Russian Physical Training and Sports Complex “Ready for Labour and Defence” (RLD) of the relevant age group as at the date of the competition. 
2. To take part in a competition for increased academic scholarships for sports achievements, a candidate must submit documents confirming his/her eligibility to take part in the competition, as specified in p. 1 hereof.
3. Documents confirming a student’s sports achievements are as follows: 
3.1. a letter of commendation, diploma, or any other document signed and sealed by the chief referee/the host of a given event; 
3.2. the final minutes of the competition signed and sealed by the chief referee/the host of the event and/or its chief secretary; 
3.3. a copy of an event website with the list of participants and their results, as well as a link to said website; 
3.4. a copy of the participant’s personal account with his/her competition results provided, as well as a link to the website where the participant’s personal account is located; 
[bookmark: _GoBack]3.5. honorary certificates, letters of commendation, or diplomas issued by the head of the Department of Physical Training at HSE University (to confirm participation in local events and/or a student’s regular participation in sports events).
4. Candidates for increased academic scholarships for sports achievements may take part in 1 (one) or several of the following nominations:  
4.1. as per the results of athletics contests organized pursuant to the unified calendar of interregional, All-Russian, international physical culture events and sports competitions of the Russian Ministry of Sports, regional and local events supported by sports federations, included in relevant Register of All-Russian and accredited regional sports federations maintained by the Ministry of Sports of the Russian Federation, as well as similar international sports federations, and/or on the basis of sports titles and categories awarded during one’s studies at HSE University in the previous year;
4.2. as per the results of other sports competitions, as well as on the basis of a student’s regular participation in athletics events of an educational or promotional nature, and other major sports events, along with compliance with standards and requirements for bestowing the golden distinction badge of the All-Russian Physical Training and Sports Complex “Ready for Labour and Defence” (RLD) within the relevant age group.
5. The total number of increased state academic scholarships for sports achievements awarded, as per the nominations specified in p. 4 hereof, shall be defined by the University-wide Scholarship Committee, depending on the total number of candidates for increased state academic scholarships for their sports achievements, as well as the scores awarded to candidates. 
6. If a candidate wins in several nominations, as specified in p. 4 hereof, the increased state academic scholarship for sports achievements shall be awarded to the winner in the maximum possible amount. 
7. If an increased state academic scholarship of this type has already been awarded for the nominations specified in p. 4 hereof, the candidate cannot re-submit the same documentation to take part in further nominations for increased state academic scholarships for his/her sports achievements.
8. Increased scholarships for outstanding sports achievements shall not be awarded to HSE University students who are already receiving scholarships of the President of the Russian Federation, as pursuant to Directive of the President of the Russian Federation No. 368 “On Scholarships of the President of the Russian Federation Awarded to Athletes, Trainers and Other Specialists of Sports Teams of the Russian Federation in Sports Events included in the Programmes of the Olympic Games, Paralympic Games and Surdolympic Games, and Champions of the Olympic Games, Paralympic Games and Surdolympic Games.”, dated March 3, 2011.
9. The evaluation criteria for candidates for increased state academic scholarships awarded for sports achievements as part of the competition specified in p. 4.1 hereof are as follows:

          11.
