2 The Development Programme of National Research University Higher School of Economics (hereinafter the “programme” and the “University”, respectively) includes efforts to modernize the University’s digital infrastructure, total financing for which shall be adjusted annually as per established procedures upon the development of the draft federal budget for the subsequent financial year and the planning period.
3 Including grants and subsidies of Russian regions, e.g., to finance the provision of general education services, targeted scholarship payments, etc., as well as subsidies specified by the Russian Ministry of Science and Higher Education and other state clients on the basis of open tenders for proposals within the framework of respective federal projects and programmes. For 2021-2030, these resources have been determined in the amounts corresponding to those in place at the start of the Programme’s implementation and are indicated herein in line with forecast data; these shall be thus subject to further adjustments. The expected rise in terms of amounts will be possible, in part, thanks to the University’s involvement in respective competitions under the “Digital Economy of the Russian Federation” national programme and the “Science and Universities” national project and predominantly through the University’s involvement in programmes to support Russian academic institutions (e.g., the Priority-2030 Strategic Academic Leadership Programme), which will help to raise the sustainability of the Programme’s implementation, but shall not serve as grounds for revising its target indicators. 
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
